On the occasion of our 73" Republic Day, | would like to extend a warm
welcome to one and all present here. Today, serves as a reminder of India’s
struggle for freedom, and it is on this day in the year 1930 that we first raised
the slogan of ‘Purna Swara;j’.

Subsequently 20 years later, we adopted our constitution in 1950 declaring
ourselves as a Democratic , Secular, Socialistic Republic.

This day is symbolic of the years of struggle after which India emerged as a
free country, in which every citizen has key rights —the right to equality, right to
freedom, right against exploitation, right to freedom of religion, cultural and
educational rights, and the right to constitutional remedies.

Along with rights, citizens have certain responsibilities as well. We are
expected to fulfill the duties of a citizen first, before claiming our rights.
Students have been given the right to education, but also have the duty to learn,
understand and study consistently and sincerely.

This year in particular has been dedicated to commemorate the 125" birth
anniversary of Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose. He was an Indian nationalist
whose. defiance of British .authority made him. a hero among Indians. He
believed that one individual may die for an idea ,but that idea will, after his
death, incarnate itself in a thousand lives. He firmly propagated the fact that
Freedom is not given —it is taken. He also urged the countrymen saying ’Give
me blood and I will give you freedom.’

In India, Arya Samaj was one of the forerunners in developing a sense of
patriotism in Indians and inspired numerous leaders such as Lala Lajpat Rali,
Shahid Bhagat Singh, VVeer Savarkar, Ram Prasad Bismal, Bhai Parmahand, and
several others, who gave up their lives in the service of our country.

India is a land of festivals and every festival has its own significance. One
such festival is Janmashtami. As per Hindu mythology, it is believed that
Lord Krishna was born in Mathura on the eighth day of Krishnapaksh in the
month of Bhadrapada to Mata Devaki and Vasudev who were imprisoned by
Devaki's brother Kansa. Kansa was a very cruel and oppressive king. It is
said that Kansa had received a celestial announcement that Devaki's eighth
child would be the cause of his death. So he kept killing the newborns of his
sister. In order to put an end to Kansa’s cruelty and punish him for his wrong

deeds Lord Krishna was born.

Every year Janmashtami is celebrated all over India with great festivity.
People keep fast throughout the day and eat food after 12 a.m., as it is said
that lord Krishna was born at midnight. It is believed that fasting on this day
absolves us from sin. People from different parts of country celebrate

Janmashtami in different ways. In North India many people keep a small idol

of baby Krishna which they call as “Laddu Gopal’. They bathe the idol in

Panchamrita (combination of milk, curd, honey, ghee and gomutra). Laddu
Gopal ji is then dressed up in new attire, specially handmade by ladies, a
cradle is decorated with flowers and the idol is kept in it. At midnight people
eagerly wait to rock the cradle and chant “ HATTHI GHODA PAALKI ,JAl
KANHAIYA LAAL KI”. Little girls are dressed up as Radha and boys are
decked up as Krishna. A special prasad Panijiri and Maakhan (butter) is

prepared and offered to the God.

In Maharashtra, an earthen pot filled with curd and butter is hung at a great
height. Group of boys called “Govindas” form a pyramid and try to break the
pot. Every group is given three chances. The group which successfully

breaks the pot is awarded cash prize. Its great fun as well as scary to watch

the Govindas trying to break Dahi Handi as people throw buckets of water on




them to break their pyramid. Now a days many girls group have also started

participating in Dahi handi event.

In Tamil Nadu Janmashtami is celebrated in a traditional way. Special

prayers are performed at home and temples. People decorate their home

with mango leaves streamers hanging at their door. Baby footprints made of
rice flour are drawn from the entrance door to the prayer room. The

footprints symbolise coming of Krishna into their home.

Temples all over India are beautifully decorated and people visit them to
worship their deity. Krishna Janmashtami is one of the festivals which is

celebrated with great pomp and show all over the world.
