INDEPENDENCE DAY ADDRESS

Respected Chief Guest, Lt. Col. A.Vijaykumar, Immediate Past Secretary,
Smt. Parmila Gauhar, Joint Secretary, Sri. Atul Nangia, other Members of the Management,
Principals, Teachers, Supporting staff, Parents & my dear students.

Namaste to one and all present here.

We have gathered here today to celebrate our 73rdIndependence Day. Thisis a very
special Independence day for the country Just 10 days back on Aug 5, 2019, we took a truly
historic step, fully integrating Jammu, Kashmir &Ladakh into India, to ensure we are one
country with one flag, one single citizenship and one constitution with the same set of rights
& duties; same set of opportunities.

India secured its Independence in 1947. But the British who never wanted India to
regain its lost glory, left us with multiple fractures. Two limbs of 'Akhand Bharat' had to be
amputated creating Pakistan on both the Western and Eastern fronts of India. The Britishers
would have liked to further divide us giving option to 565 princely states of this country to
accede to India or Pakistan or remain independent. But for very timely diplomatic and firm
action by Sardar Patel and senior bureaucrat VP Menon, mother India would have simply
disintegrated. Imagine the state of India divided into 500+ small countries. United we stand;
divided we fall.

Despite intense efforts, the then king of Kashmir, Maharaja Hari Singh, initially chose
to remain independent. India respected its firm position. But, Pakistan decided to attack
Kashmirin Oct 1947 and annex it forcefully. Maharaja Hari Singh requested India for military
help and signed the Instrument of Accession, thus agreeing to accede to India. India
immediately airlifted its troops to Srinagar and very successfully defended the oppressiveness
of the Pakistani Army. However, due to very poor international diplomacy by Jawaharlal
Nehru and lack of foresightedness, India retained control only over two-thirds of Kashmir.
Pakistan managed to gain control over the remaining one third, which is today known as
PoK (Pakistan occupied Kashmir). Also, a "Temporary' provision, Article 370 & 35A was
separately introduced in our Constitution, which granted special rights to the permanent
residents of J & K. Itis pertinent to note that the section introducing Article 370 & 35Ain our
Constitution, was indeed titled “Temporary provisions with respect to the State of
Jammu & Kashmir.” As per this, J & K would have its own flag; no one from other parts of
India could obtain any government job or any other governmental aid in J & K. These
provisions were heavily opposed even at that time by numerous visionaries including BR
Ambedkar, popularly known as the father of the Constitution, and Sardar Patel. Nevertheless,
the provision was still inserted as a temporary measure assuming that it will be removed in a
few years. Well, that was to never happen.
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Governments after governments felt that this Article 370 should be removed but none
gathered the courage to actually do so. Meanwhile J & K turned into a military war zone.
Pakistan triggered a proxy war routinely pushing terrorists from across the border. It has also
waged two full-fledged wars in Kashmir 1965 & 1999 Kargil war. Misguided youth were
routinely paid Rs.500 per day to pelt stones on our Army jawaans. Strikes & curfews were
common. Over last seven decades since independence, we have lost thousands of our brave
soldiers; scores of parents have lost their sons & daughters; numerous children lost thousands
of our brave soldiers; scores of parents have lost their sons & daughters; numerous children
have been orphaned.

Kashmir declined. No real economic growth why would anyone from other part of
India or the world, invest in any region build a factory or say set up an IT hub if you cannot own
even 1 inch of land over there? Resultant poverty and grave security situation has been since
then forcing the Indian government to pump increasing amount of money in the state. An
analysis revealed that Jammu and Kashmir has been receiving 10% of all Central grants
given to states though the state has only 1% of the country's population. On the other hand,
the local politicians over there Abdullahs, Muftis, and the Hurriyat separatists have been fine
to let all this continue, content with their own tight security and royal perquisites. Their children
all study in universities abroad while they actively encourage people to go on strikes, shut
down schools and keep opposing the Indian government.

It is a matter of great pride that our current government under the leadership of
ShriNarendraModi has taken the bold step of finally removing the temporary Article 370 &
35A, thus shedding a historical baggage. It was a well-crafted strategy executed carefully
over the last five years clearing all political, legal and security hurdles, before announcing the
withdrawal. ltis truly a '‘Chanakya' moment for all of us. Let us rise and give our motherland a
standing ovation.

What is very interesting is to closely notice the way the world has responded to this
bold strategic step by India. Pakistan as expected created a hue and cry, also threatening to
wage war against India. They approached multiple countries globally to isolate India but virtually
found no success, except may from its dubious friend, China. They went to international bodies
like United Nations of Security Council (UNSC) and the Organisation of Islamic Cooperation
(OIC). All of them declined to officially intervene as they could not find a technical fault in
India's approach, as this is purely an internal issue. Countries like Russia, openly supported
India.

However, a few international media houses criticized the move by the Indian government
calling it murder of democracy etc. which to my mind is not very surprising. Why do | say it is
not very surprising? Because worldwide today, countries are deploying unconventional ways,
like mass media to undermine the strength of other fellow nations, in the quest to establish
their own supremacy. Four days after removal of Article 370, New York Times indeed ran an
editorial with the headline Kashmir report : 'Living Hell Here'. Why? Simply because internet
& telephone services were temporarily suspended by the government so that the misguided
youth could not coordinate amongst themselves and spread violence in the valley immediately
after removal of Article 370. Also, remember, Prime Minister Modi is one of the tallest leaders
in the world today India has gained a renewed sense of respect in the global arena. There is
clearly a concerted attempt by section of international media to project things in poor light
and turn public opinion. Some foreign journalists even advocated....”Don't Abrogate Article
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370, Extend It To Other Parts Of India”, clearly signalling that the 'Breaking India' forces are
working overtime to create a sense of confusion in the country. But what is extremely saddening
is to see many so called intellectual Indians have also joined the bandwagon to criticize this
historic step by India. These so called intellectuals have deep vested economic interests,
carry a false notion of secularism and can stoop to any levels for their own petty gains.

And this is where | believe this historic day becomes truly relevant for us. Independence
day is not just about unfurling the national flag & having a holiday, catching up on a movie; itis
a day that reminds us of the responsibility that each one of us has towards our motherland.
All of us need not join the defence forces to serve the country; but rather being true to whatever
profession we choose; actively understanding what is happening around us; participating in
intellectual forums, we can serve the nation.

Educating people around us on some of the tricks that our politicians have regularly
used to mislead us and keep us in dark is true service to our motherland. Let us not be naive
and trust everything of what appears in newspapers &social media. Let us apply our own
intellectual filter and arrive at informed conclusions. Thanks to our educational backgrounds,
we all need to be ‘Intellectual Kshatriyas’'.

Remember, removal of Article 370 & 35A is not about Hindu vs Muslims it is about
one country, one India. Itis about being a true patriot wherein it is the country which reigns
supreme, not the religion one belongs to.
